Supplementary Examinations in Jan 2006 
Thank you very much for your understanding and support for the above project. We 
are indeed very appreciative of all those parents and guardians who have called in to 
thank us for this initiative. 
 
On your behalf, I wish to thank all the teachers for so willingly making time to help 
their students. 
 
Only a few students were not advanced to the next level. Most students have 
demonstrated their seriousness about the examinations and have shown 
improvement and are therefore being promoted to the next level of studies. 
 
New Commencement time for Students under St Francis Academy 
The school has restructured itself into four (4) Divisions: Preparatory Programme 
for SET courses; Lower Secondary for Secondary 1 & 2; Upper Secondary for Sec 
3 & 4 and St Francis Academy for all Pre-University One or AUSMAT Grade 11 
students and above.  
 
Apart from students under St Francis Academy (which starts school from 0830 
hours onwards), all the other three Divisions will commence school daily at 0800 
hours punctually. 
 
New Discipline Measure – fine system 
We are indeed grateful to parents and guardians who are very supportive of this 
initiative. The school is not just focusing on the physical appearance but more so on 
students’ regular attendance in class. Students who do not take their studies 
seriously will be counselled and dealt with in accordance to the School new Code of 
Conduct (a copy of the summarized version is attached for your reference).  
 
The fine system was introduced since last year to deter smoking in and out of school 
premises. It is now extended to students who persist in coming to school late or cut 
classes. All proceeds collected will be channelled towards the school Scholarship 
and Bursary Funds.

The month continues with the Innovative Science & Creative Workshop on 13 Mar 
and 14 Mar organized for teachers and educationists. 
 
Study Programmes for Sec 4 Students 
To help our secondary four students, the school is encouraging our students to 
participate or sign up for the following programmes:

College student collaborators under the supervision of the Teacher’s Cooperative 
with a minimum 30 contact hours commencing 13 Mar 2006 – S$600 per student

subsidise the first 10 students and students need only to pay S$450 each.

(c) Singapore Teacher’s Union orgainised workshops – 12  to 16 Jun 
• English Language Seminars (3hours) - S$25 per student
