
 
 
 

Curriculum Description for  Australian Matriculation (Tertiary Entrance Examinations) 
 

 
Indonesian: Advanced - E028 (Year 12) 
 
This subject is intended for students who speak fluent Indonesian or Malay and wish to gain more 
experience in, among others, translating and interpreting Indonesian into English, and English into 
Indonesian. 
 
There will be one paper: 
The written paper will have a duration of 3 hours. 
It will consists of 5 sections: 
 
Part A   : Aural comprehension (30Marks) 
This section will have a duration of approximately 30 minutes. Candidates will listen to recording of 
short utterances and longer text passage in Indonesian and English and will respond to multiple choice 
questions about them. The questions and responses will be in either Indonesian or English. 
 
Part B   : Reading comprehension (25 Marks) 
Candidates will respond in English to questions about one or more Indonesian passages. 
 
Part C   : Translation (10 Marks) 
Candidates will complete a translation from Indonesian to English. 
 
Part D   : Translation (15 Marks) 
Candidates will complete a translation from English to Indonesian. 
 
Part E    : Area knowledge (20 Marks) 
This will consist of an essay in Indonesian of about 300 words from a choice of questions relating to 
issues in Indonesian.
